DAY 5, Thursday - Temple of Heaven Tour, Flight to Xian

Next,
experience the old world charm of the Bund, the former "Wall Street" of the foreign powers. Walk along its
park-like waterfront promenade between the Wusong River and Old Town. Later today, enjoy a stop at a
local silk factory. Enjoy the remainder of the afternoon at leisure
